CHARGE TO THE WORKGROUP
Early Disease Prevention, Risk Identification and Intervention for Women, Children and Adolescents

General Charge – The workgroup is charged to develop recommendations for major policy and systems changes that can be implemented by the public, private and/or non-profit sectors and that will lead to improvements in early disease prevention, identification and intervention among women, children and adolescents in Kansas.  The recommendations proposed must impact on two or more of the ten Healthy People 2010 Leading Health Indicators.  Recommendations might be developed to include any of the following areas, as appropriate:

· Overall recommendations for change;

· Recommendations that address improved integration and/or better interface of existing initiatives focused on women and children;

· Recommendations for public communications;

· Recommendations for improving surveillance and meeting data needs;

· Recommendations for enhancing the current workforce; and

· Recommendations that are highly targeted towards a specific population and/or which address multiple populations in a blanket approach.

Specific Charge – As it develops its recommendations, the workgroup should specifically consider at a minimum the following issues/needs as identified by the Steering Committee:

· Interventions with pregnant women;

· Interventions for pre-conceptional health;

· Screening programs;

· Substance abuse during and immediately following pregnancy;

· Early childhood interventions (0-5 years);

· School-based initiatives (6-21 years);

· After-school programs (6-21 years);

· Chronic disease risk factors including tobacco use, physical inactivity and poor nutrition;

· Disease prevention and management for asthma, cancer, diabetes, cardiovascular, etc.; 

· Immunization programs;

· Injury  – intentional and unintentional; and

· Oral health 

Carrying Out The Charge – The workgroup may consider any information it deems pertinent in addressing the charge and is free to make recommendations in any area covered by the charge.  In completing its work, however, the workgroup is specifically requested to:

· Meet via conference call, face-to-face, or electronically as determined by the workgroup members;

· Review relevant data summarized by the Kansas Department of Health and Environment;

· Prioritize its recommendations to select the two or three policy and/or system change interventions that will have the largest impact on the Leading Health Indicators;

· Identify major assets and challenges in Kansas for addressing the charge; and

· Provide the following for each recommendation:

· A specific, detailed statement of what the proposed system policy or system change includes;

· The rationale for choosing the recommendation, including relevant data that support its selection;

· Major resources needed to implement the recommended policy or system change; and

· Expected outcomes if the policy or system change recommendation is acted on, including both short-term and longer-term outcomes (including quantified, expected changes in outcomes among women and children).

Submission – Recommendations should be submitted in written form to the Kansas Department of Health no later than August 10, 2005.
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
