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Criteria for Selecting and Prioritizing
Recommendations
Recommendations should be selected based on the following criteria (not in priority order):
1. Consistent with Charge to Workgroup

2. Impacts multiple Healthy People 2010 leading health indicators
3. Incorporates cross-cutting theme, where possible.  (Note:  Recommendations are not limited only to those that touch on these cross-cutting themes.)

· Points of interface/integration between specific health/disease issues and interventions

· Public communications

· Identifying surveillance and data needs

· Workforce issues/development

· Highly targeted vs. blanket approaches

4. Able to make significant progress in the next year or so and continue to have long-term influence

5. Unlikely for a single organization or agency to successfully implement independently; requires overarching, collaborative, statewide effort

6. Impacts maximum number of Kansans

7. Severity of Kansas problem/issue addressed

8. Feasible to implement; limited barriers
9. Capitalizes on existing Kansas assets, resources, activities, and momentum

10. Able to measure, track, and effectively communicate progress
