	Maternal and Child Health

	Points of integration
	· Related to breastfeeding:  Incorporate into all MCH programs, build strong partnerships

	Public communications
	· Related to low birthweight:  Quality, comprehensive services that encourage good nutrition and healthy lifestyles along with reduction in harmful substances

· Related to breastfeeding:  Public education on benefits to mother and child

	Workforce development
	· Breastfeeding Friendly Workplace awards, workplace policy

· Baby Friendly Hospital certification (WHO)

	Highly targeted
	· Related to low birthweight:  Address prenatal smoking (e.g., Quitline)

	Oral Health

	Workforce development
	· Allow a mid-level practitioner
· Improve dental workforce issues

	Hearing

	Points of integration, Surveillance & data needs
	· Integrate monitoring systems within KDHE for the newborn and infant population (newborn metabolic/genetic, immunization, special health care services, Part C Infant Toddler) 

	Points of integration, Public communications
	· Coordinate ongoing follow-up treatment with individuals, families, primary care providers, and specialists

	HIV/STD

	Public communications
	· Increase public awareness of the issue as a real public health threat requiring their participation

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Establish fully integrated and linked data systems oriented toward effective outcome monitoring founded on quality-improvement based principles

	Family Planning

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Initiate state perinatal surveillance (PRAMS, PPOR)
· Support local perinatal surveillance (PPOR, FIMR)

	Highly targeted
	· Focus efforts on area of excess mortality

· Preconceptional health (women’s health care, family planning, smoking cessation)

· Health behaviors prior to conception/pregnancy

	Arthritis

	Public communications
	· Increased focus on the importance of an early diagnosis of arthritis
· Increased awareness that physical activity and weight control can decrease the amount of disability

	Workforce development
	· Increase the number of facilities and leaders that provide ASHC (Arthritis Self-Help Course), PACE (People with Arthritis Can Exercise), and aquatic classes

	Immunization

	Points of integration
	· Continue the current Medicaid childhood immunization outreach project
· Expand the current WIC/KDHE Partnership

· Expand access to child immunizations through a child’s medical home (private providers)

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Make Immunization Registry development a priority; include both adult and child immunizations in the registry

	Disability

	Points of integration
	· Continue to emphasize that people with disabilities can be healthy
· Collaborate with professional associations to increase accessibility of health care services

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Ongoing disability surveillance to detect trends

	Environmental Health

	Points of integration

	· Increasing partnerships with cities and communities to address lead hazards in their communities
· Increase cross-cutting initiatives internally and externally to better utilize resources (e.g., partner with immunization to reach same clients for immunization and lead testing)

	Public communications
	· Increased lead awareness message to professionals and communities

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Update food safety data management system (planned completion summer 2005)

· Increase resources required for technology efficiency and increased food safety inspections

	Workforce development
	· Seek mandatory food safety training for managers and increase consumer food safety awareness activities

	Highly targeted
	· Legislation requiring housing units to be abated of lead hazards at the time of a real estate transaction
· Legislation mandating blood lead testing of children entering daycare or preschool

	Overweight/Obesity & Physical Inactivity

	Public communications
	· Coordinated awareness & skills development campaigns to increase understanding of metabolic syndrome & to develop skills individuals need to modify environments and behaviors (e.g., increasing physical activity, decreasing television viewing time)

	Workforce development
	· Medical school curriculum modifications to include skills in motivational interviewing & standardized patients with metabolic syndrome

	Highly targeted
	· Policy changes to require 30+ minutes daily Physical Education in schools at all levels

· Policy changes to limit competitive food in schools, provide universal school meals & close campuses at mealtimes in all schools

	


	Respiratory

	Points of integration
	· Support and expand coalitions addressing tobacco control, asthma, influenza, and tuberculosis

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Increase data surveillance system for respiratory disease, specially asthma and COPD

	Occupational Safety and Health

	Public communications
	· Related to Hispanic worker:  Outreach and public service announcements, methods to break through barriers

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Related to Hispanic worker:  Kansas-specific data

	Vision

	Points of integration, Highly targeted
	· Expand Adult Diabetes Education Program statewide

	Workforce development
	· Continue to collaborate with KUMC on website currently under development to improve nursing students and practicing nurses understanding of vision and proper vision testing techniques

	Cardiovascular Disease

	Points of integration
	· Emphasize proven tobacco interventions

· Emphasize proven physical activity interventions

	Public communications
	· Better educate the public about early recognition and treatment of coronary heart disease and stroke

	Workforce development
	· Better educate physicians about the chronic disease care model and help them get this implemented in their practices and their communities

	Diabetes

	Points of integration, Public communications
	· Increasing support for management of diabetes by patients; increasing awareness of co-morbidities

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Statewide utilization of the electronic monitoring system in clinical practice to improve quality of diabetes care

	Highly targeted
	· Increased focus on identification and referral for individuals with pre-diabetes

	Mental Health

	Points of integration
	· Encourage collaboration between state departments

	Public communications
	· Promote full participation in community life 

	Substance Abuse

	Points of integration
	· Increase resources to support family services and other ancillary services (i.e., transportation, medication, housing, employment skill training)

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Align performance measures across state agencies that fund substance abuse-related efforts

	Workforce development
	· Ensure funding and implementation of evidence-based programs, policies, and practices
· Increased focus on screening and assessment in collateral systems (e.g, local health departments)

	Injury/Violence

	Public communications
	· Suicide awareness

· Public awareness – remove stigma of discussing the problem

· Educate parents to identify teens at risk

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Support development of a statewide trauma system

	Workforce development
	· Campaign to educate all health care providers how to identify at-risk populations

	Highly targeted
	· Aggressive intervention after suicide attempts

	Cancer

	Points of integration
	· Strengthen existing partnerships and develop new ones

· Strong coordination between health professionals/organizations (clinical and public health), policy makers, and other partners to address cancer issues in Kansas

	Tobacco

	Public communications
	· Conduct and coordinate ongoing public education awareness campaigns that enhance local and state efforts for prevention and cessation as well as protection from secondhand smoke

	Highly targeted
	· Prevent initiation of tobacco use among young people
· Eliminate nonsmokers’ exposure to environmental tobacco smoke

· Identify & eliminate disparities related to tobacco use and its effects among different population groups

	Chronic Kidney Disease

	Points of integration, Public communications
	· Fund Kid Power; goals include promoting a healthy lifestyle, reduce incidence of childhood obesity, and preventing high blood pressure, diabetes, and chronic kidney disease

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Fund a kidney disease screening program

	Public Health Infrastructure

	Surveillance & data needs, Workforce development
	· Establish baseline data regarding Kansas public health workforce composition and capacity
· Assure dedicated resources for public health workforce development

· Continue development/assessment of local performance measurements within Track and Trend project

· Consider implementation of National Public Health Performance Standards assessments, beginning at state level

	Access to Care

	Points of integration


	· Collaborate with stakeholders to monitor and improve access to high quality health care

	Surveillance & data needs
	· Improve data systems for collected and assessing medical, nursing, dental and behavioral health professional workforce information and practice characteristics

	Workforce development
	· Maintain state practice acts that maximize the functioning of primary care teams

· Continue to develop efficient models of primary care practice

· Increase career recruitment, training and distribution of under-represented minorities into the health care professions
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
